Facsimile Documents. Documents may not be transmitted by
facsimile directly to the Clerk®"s Office for filing.

The original of any faxed
document, including the original signature of the attorney,
party or declarant, shall be maintained by the filing party
for a period of not less than two (2) days from the time
the document appears on the docket.
